Beavercreek Grange #276 Rental Agreement
Rental Agreement made on _________ between Beavercreek Grange #276 (“Owner”) and _____________________(“Renter”).  
The parties agree:

1. Rental of Grange Hall. Owner hereby rents to Renter, and Renter rents from Owner the Grange Hall (“Grange Hall”) of owner located at 22041 S. Kamrath Road, Beavercreek, in Clackamas County, State of Oregon for the period commencing on_______________ at ________________and expiring on ________________ at___________________.
2. Payment by Renter.  Coincidentally with execution of this agreement Renter shall pay $___________ per hour to Owner, for a total of $_________for ____________hours for period above stated without / with alcohol allowed.  $250.00 for non-alcohol event OR $500 for alcohol allowed event is additional payment to owner toward cost of cleaning the Grange Hall and is refundable to Renter if hall is left in as clean a condition at end of Rental period as when rented.  All monies received are first applied to fees due for cleaning, repairs and key deposit, and lastly to rent. 
3. Purposes.  Renter shall use the Grange Hall solely for the purpose of ____________________________. 

Renter shall not use or allow use of the Grange Hall or its premises for any other purpose, or in violation of any law ordinance or governmental regulation, or for any purpose or in any manner hazardous to the Grange Hall or unsafe as to any occupants, nor for any purpose not disclosed at the time of this agreement, or agreed to in writing at a later date.

4. Condition.  Renter acknowledges that Renter has examined the Grange Hall and its premises, is satisfied with the condition thereof, and relies completely upon such examination, and not upon any representation or promise of Owner or any other person, in rental of the Grange Hall.

5. Responsibility for Conduct.  Renter shall maintain order throughout the rental period and shall not engage in or allow others to engage in any event or conduct in the Grange Hall or on its premises, which may cause harm, injury, or damage to persons or property.  Renter is strictly liable for the conduct of its agents, employees, invitees, guests and all others in attendance due to the activities for which the premises is rented.  Any personal or property damages or injuries cause by the action of Renter or the above mentioned parties listed in this paragraph are the sole responsibility of Renter. 

6. Licenses and Permits.  Renter shall secure from the public agencies having jurisdiction any license or permit required as to any activity or purposes for which the Grange Hall or its premises are to be used, and shall pay any cost or fee required for such license or permit and provide to the Grange Rental Coordinator prior to use. This includes but is not limited to the liability policy required for rental. This also includes having an Oregon Licensed Bartender present and serving any alcohol, which must be arranged for and included in this contract prior to event.
7. Return of Grange Hall.  Upon expiration of the rental period Renter shall return the Grange Hall and its premises to Owner in the same condition as at commencement of the rental period, subject to such littering thereof as may reasonably be anticipated to result from the above-specified use by the Renter. 

8. Damages.  If use of the Grange Hall by Renter results in damage to the Grange Hall or any of its contents furnished by Owner, the Renter shall be liable to the Owner for the amount of such damage.  The Owner shall apply the damage deposit referred to above, up to the amount of such damage, or toward payment for such damage; and if the amount of damage exceeds the amount of such deposit, the Renter shall pay to Owner the amount of such excess promptly upon demand by Owner. If Renter fails to pay such excess amount when so demanded and Owner brings suit against Renter to recover the same, in addition to any amount awarded Owner by the Court for such damages, Owner shall be entitled to be awarded its costs, interest, and reasonable fees of attorney is such suit.  Owner shall promptly return to Renter any portion of such damage deposit, which is in excess of damage, if any, to the Grange Hall and contents so resulting. 

9. Hold Harmless.  Renter shall defend, indemnify, and hold Owner harmless with respect to any and all claims and demands which may arise at any time out of the use of the Grange Hall by Renter. 

10. Choice of Law.  All actions arising from this contract, through use of the facilities, or conduct of persons on the facilities shall be litigated in Oregon under Oregon law. 

11.  Separatability.  Should any part of this contract be construed to be illegal, or fail for any other reason in a court of law, that part shall be struck and the remainder of the contract shall stand. 

12. Entire Agreement.  Modification.  This contains the entire agreement and understanding between the parties relating to the Grange Hall and its premises.  No modification or claimed waiver shall be binding upon any of the parties unless in writing made after the date hereof making specific reference to this agreement and signed by the Owner and the Renter. 
13. Rules of Use: Renter agrees to the following rules, rates and conditions for renting the Grange Hall.

1) A. Prior to leaving the Grange Hall:

1. Clean Hall of papers and garbage and sweep floor, etc.

2. Make sure lavatories and faucets are not running.

3. Turn down furnace thermostats to 50 degrees.

4. Close all windows.

5. Turn off lights and lock all exterior doors.
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       B. After using the kitchen:

1. Make sure stoves, ovens and burners are turned off.

2. Sinks and dishes washed clean; dishes put away.

3. Hang wet towels over end of sink after wringing out excess water.

4. Clean Dining Room tables & stack on carts. Stack chairs.

5. Remove all garbage from Grange Hall. There will be an additional $50.00 charge if garbage is left at the hall.


2)   Paying of rent:

A. Rent is due at time of rental or prior to the first Saturday of month or as previously agreed with Grange.

B. Checks to made payable to Beavercreek Grange. 

C. Renter is responsible for fee of $25.00 on any returned check.
3)   Failure to comply with all rules may result in additional charges.
